® Check the circuil breaker and try another owtlet to insure the pump
is getting power. NOTE: Always disconnect the pump from the
electrical ontlet before handling the pump
® Check the pump discharge and tubing for kinks and obstructions.
Algae buildup can be flushed with a garden hose.
* Check the inlet screen to insure it is not clogged with debris.
* Remove the pump inlet to access the impeller arca. Turn the rotor
assembly to insure that it is not broken or jammed.
® Monthly maintainance will add to your pump's life.
